
Welcome to the 2009 National LGBTI Health Summit in Chicago! 
 
The 2009 National LGBTI (Lesbian Gay Bisexual Transgender Intersex) Health Summit seeks to preserve and improve 
the emotional, physical, spiritual, intellectual, psychological, environmental, and social health and wellness of LGBTI 
people. 
 
This year we have themed the Summit “LGBTI Health Through the Life Course.”  With the 40th anniversary of the   
Stonewall Riots, we look back and celebrate the beginning of the LGBTI rights movement.  The spirit of these Health 
Summits (we are now on number four!) grows out of that same grassroots, activist energy, now including health      
educators, healthcare providers, policy makers, activists, organizers, advocates, people with HIV, and members of    
diverse LGBTI communities with powerful concerns about the ways current health challenges and sociopolitical trends 
will impact our communities in the months and years to come.   
 
We also look at the current moment, both locally and nationally, taking stock of successes and challenges to our     
community health.  Our leadership is being felt in new and exciting ways, with the national Ending Health Disparities 
for LGBT Americans Act (ELHDA), being introduced into Congress by Rep. Tammy Baldwin, as well as a record number 
of “out” LGBT public officials.  These community leaders will be featured in our opening plenary on Saturday with the 
“After 40 Years of Wandering:  The Health of Our LGBTQI Communities” with support from Roosevelt University.   
Movement leadership as a theme continues on Sunday, where we explore “The Time for Thinkers Has Come, Intergen-
erational Leadership in an Evolving LGBT Health Movement” with support from the Adler School of Professional        
Psychology.  How we are counted and the importance of research in improving our health is the focus of Monday’s  
plenary “Count Us In! How and Why To Include LGBTs in Data Collection”.  The Summit will also spotlight the emerging 
issues of our health with Tuesday’s plenary entitled “Confronting an Aging Epidemic: AIDS Survivors and New Infections 
in an Often Invisible Population of Seniors.”   
 
We are delighted to kick-off the Summit with the National Bisexual Health Summit, a national grassroots organizing 
effort with a full day of innovative programming.   
 
With more than 85 workshops, 4 plenaries, 4 receptions, 15 sponsors, 350 attendees and a whole lot of socializing -   
this year’s health summit guarantees to be a unique and innovative space where we will reach out across differences  
in sexual and gender identity, ethnicity, race, age, and socioeconomic status and begin to work toward common goals.  
We build on the previous Summits held in Boulder, Colorado; Cambridge, Massachusetts; and most recently in        
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, and we hope you come away with a renewed passion for the cause, energized and inspired 
to tackle the opportunities and the challenges facing our collective health and wellness.

Focus on All Families is 
a forum created to refute the faulty ‘family values’ of the social conservatives and search for ways that LGBTI persons can bridge the moral chasm to gain 
the love, acceptance, and understanding of their family. The panelists and audience will all share their collective wisdom about the importance of family, 
and ways to sustain these relationships despite the common aversions to and misconceptions of the lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender and intersex com-
munity. 
 
The Anatomy Of Stigma

How does STIGMA operate in our lives and impede our work?  In queer and health communities that prioritize ‘prevention-at-any-cost’ over ‘wellness,’ how 
do we build community that resists the stigmatizing categories that divide us – HIV positive, transgender, promiscuous, sex worker, overweight, bare-
backer, addict, poor?  How do some campaigns aimed at promoting health and pro-queer portrayals inadvertently do so at the expense of others?  Using 
HIV stigma as a jumping off point, we will include in the dialogue ways in which we both resist stigma in our personal lives and implement stigma fighting 
strategies into health promotion and community building. 
 
 
 
The Fine Arts of Queer Men’s Health

Second, "The 
Bottom Monologues" is a work-in-progress theatrical play that will use the art of storytelling to explore bottomhood in gay/bi/trans/queer men.   Join us for 
this session which will provide a deeper look into both projects and will be rich in dialogue about how we can use queer men's creativity to build commu-
nity and promote health in an affirming and holistic way 
 
The Role of Sexuality in HIV Prevention with Lesbian and Bisexual Women

This workshop will explore the role that sexuality plays in HIV and STI prevention, as it relates to women who identify as lesbian, bisexual, gender non-
conforming; as well as those of trans-fluid expression, who are HIV positive or at risk for HIV/STI infection.  In this didactic discussion, participants will de-
fine sexuality by openly and candidly exploring the complexity of sexual fluidity; challenging the social norms surrounding sex and sexuality, and examining 
existing social constructs that dis-empower women-identifying persons; particular issues such as stigma, gender discrimination, social and cultural vulner-
ability, low-self-esteem, and institutional religious bullying; at the hands of a patriarchal systems. 
 
Ready, PrEP, Go!  Sex, Pills and Politics: Exploring the Issues of AIDS Drugs as HIV Prevention

What if a pill a day could protect you from HIV? If it’s rare to transmit HIV with undetectable viral loads, do condoms become irrelevant? If you had a stash 
of antiretrovirals (ARVs) on hand that could block HIV transmission, would you choose different partners or practices?   The birth control pill unleashed 
shockwaves of sexual freedom decades ago - and as gays turn to ARVs for prevention, what’s the sexual debate in and beyond our communities? What 
does a program for a potential PrEP intervention look like? What are its possibilities, caveats – and dangers? Join us for a provocative discussion 
 
Preventing Overdose Fatalities Among LGBTI Youth: Breathing life into programs that work

Staff of programs designed to serve LGBTI youth describe high experiences of trauma, violence, infectious disease contraction, substance use and abuse, 
and overdose.  Exponential rates of negative health and socio-economic outcomes experienced by populations experiencing intersecting marginalities are 
documented.  In many places, OD cause more deaths than HIV and hepatitis C combined; in others more people die from overdose than car accidents.  We 
highlight some history of OD prevention programs in this country; describe successes, and explain various options for incorporating OD prevention work 
into existing programming.  Presentation participants will be offered an OD prevention kit, including naloxone. 
 



Using a Social Justice Framework to Address Tobacco Control: stories from two LGBTQ organizations

social marketing, innovative approaches to tobacco control, cross-cultural strategies and collaborations, working with the business community, providing 
mini-grants to the community for capacity building, and identifying and strategizing against aggressive tobacco industry targeting of LGBTQ communities. 
 
What Social Networks Can Tell Us About the LGBTI Community: Discussion with a Detailed Case Study in Trans Health

discuss social networks in Chicago's transgender community from a recent pilot research study.  Bring your own health issues and we'll discuss social net-
works from a broad health perspective. We'll also discuss how the range of identities (LGBT and other) impact these conversations.

The Prevention of HIV/AIDS and other Sexually Transmitted Infections (STIs): Strategies Across the Life Span

provides an update on key HIV prevention research.  It concludes with how participants can become engaged around the HIV prevention research agenda 
and available evidence to improve the lives of LGBTI individuals and their families. 
 
The Future is Fluid – New Tools to Negotiate Pleasure and Risk

(PrEP) in Mexico City specifically and the growing field rectal microbicides. An interactive discussion will unpack the socio-cultural, political, biological and 
scientific challenges these new tools are facing. Community advocacy will be emphasized. 
 
Staying Smoke-free and Media Smart:  Branding Health to LGBT Young Adults

from LGBT culture.  The second part of the workshop is designed to help build confidence and improve relationships with media outlets as a means of im-
plementing health media advocacy campaigns that aim to create awareness about the health needs of LGBTI communities in relation to tobacco control. 
 
Neither Here Nor There: Filling gaps in need for injury prevention for people who inject steroids, hormones, and/or silicone

Many organizations that work with LGBTI populations who inject steroids, hormones, and/or silicone assume that their injection needs are met by either 
medical providers or needle exchange programs.  Providers may assume their patients are injecting how and what is prescribed only.  Needle exchanges are 
experts in injection-related harm reduction, but see few LGBTI people who inject steroids, hormones, and/or silicone.  Incorporating information for injury 
and disease prevention related to injecting requires understanding of the different practices and knowledge of the equipment.  Expect to learn needle size 
and purpose; identifying infection and other emergencies; and environmental factors to consider for safety.

HIV and Cancer, Heart disease: Natural Strategies

Newspaper headlines excite but ultimately confuse readers causing individuals to reject healthy advice.  This workshop will present findings in a way that 
brings it all together and makes it clear that the LGBTI population can benefit greatly from this information. The LGBTI population is at risk for cancer, are 
we at higher risk than the 'average' American?  Heart disease is rampant and diabetes has reached epidemic proportions.  A diagnosis of HIV can be a trau-
matic life-changing event. Alternative therapies offer a chance to promote a stronger recuperation, and an easier road to recovery. Not only can they com-
plement one's therapies, but also show another path toward health offered by Traditional Chinese Medicine. 
 
A Higher Priority!  Tools, Frameworks and Advocacy for Structural Interventions in Community Health and LGBTQI Youth

Traditionally, community health interventions focus on individual factors.  Alternative approaches target the systems, structures and environments that 
facilitate risk.  We offer “root cause analysis” as a tool to help develop structural change interventions that address social determinants health inequalities.  
We will identify examples and discuss skills and techniques to promote structural interventions.  We will also gather your input to a policy agenda address-
ing disparities for LGBTQI youth that highlights issues of race and class.  Presenters will discuss opportunities to engage in these efforts and facilitate discus-
sion on local strategies utilizing these frameworks. 
 
Queering the Prison System! Politics, Policing and Stigma: Exploring the Impact of Mass Imprisonment on LGBTQI Community Health

A political history of queerness and policing in the United States, with a particular emphasis on 
LGBTQI communities of color, will frame our discussion.  Key issues to be discussed include the forces fueling LGBTQI vulnerability to imprisonment, driving 
the imprisonment of at least 65% of transwomen in the United States, and the dynamics of LGBTQI harassment in prison. Through break out discussions, 
we will identify strategies for promoting the health and well-being of our community members in and beyond the prison system.

Our panel will speak about high risks associated with HIV/STD 
transmissions, and how these affect people afflicted by addiction; to openly talk about the issues of trauma (rape, molestation, sexual traumas) that may 
directly affect core reasons of client's chemical usage/dependence.  Our panel will be able to discuss trends in LGBTQI clientele chemical usage (alcohol, 
meth, heroine, etc). Our panel will be able to also speak about and dispel the notion that all LGBTQI clients are higher tax bracket individuals with insurance 
(and how few agencies have the ability to work with HIV negative high risk individuals that fall below poverty levels). 
 
Tobacco Use Disparities among LGBT People: Determining Need and Implementing Interventions

Data from thousands of surveys collected from LGBT people in Missouri and Wisconsin have been analyzed to inform communities and policy makers about 
the tobacco risk behaviors of LGBT adults.  Participants will review the processes used to collect large numbers of surveys over time, examine results of 
these efforts, and learn about how programs, partnerships, and political challenges were addressed along the way in two different states. 
 
LGTBQI People of Color & HIV: The Health Benefits of Community Mobilization

Hope A. Barrett;  Dennis Beauchamp;  John Dinauer;  Amber Hollibaugh;  Kate Krajci;  Denys T. Lau 
In 1998, a coalition of organizations and individuals formed the Chicago Task Force on LGBT Aging to advocate for and make visible the concerns of LGBT 
elders in  Chicago.  During this workshop, participants will learn about this collaborative model that provides opportunities for networking as well as a voice 
for LGBT senior services development within a larger aging and LGBT community setting.  Additionally, participants will learn about a health needs assess-
ment of LGBT older adults that the coalition supported that examines family/ social support, socio-demographics, access to services, self-reported health, 
and perceived unmet needs. Closing discussions on future strategies will be relevant to community members, providers, researchers, and policymakers 
concerned with health disparities in the LGBT aging population. 
 
The Development of Barebacking Identity Among US MSM, its Impact on HIV Seroconversion Rates and the Community, and Potential Interventions

duce HIV/HCV transmission by barebacking MSM.  A discussion follows with the panel their own beliefs and attitudes regarding barebacking and potential 
biobehavioral interventions to reduce the risk of HIV/STI infection and community norms that may be perceived as supportive of barebacking behaviors. 

A Dialogue about Wellness for Latino Gay and Bisexual Men

Cultural Bias and Violence – Domestic and Otherwise – in LGBTI Communities

Violence is a critical issue that affects each of the LGBTI communities as well their friends, families, and allies.  It has long been a key issue-particularly for 
transgender women (TW) and those who partner with them.  Acknowledgement of TW's relationships and couples-based approaches to violence prevention 
and sexual health education offer a promising way for reducing the risk for DV and even HIV transmission, among both members of this sexual relationship dynamic.    
 
Cancer in the LGBTI Community #1: State of the Art Update

This is the first in a two-part workshop, hosted by the National LGBT Cancer Network.  We start by addressing what we currently know about cancer in the 
LGBTI community and highlighting the continuing gaps in our knowledge.  We will cover LGBTI increased cancer risks, lower screening rates, additional chal-
lenges in survivorship and barriers to health care access. The workshop will have multiple presenters. It is also an opportunity for dialogue and networking 
with survivors, health activists and people working in the cancer field across the country. 
 
Special Topics in Transgender Aging and Girlfriend in a K-Hole: Consent and Substance Use in Queer Communities

Presentation of results of age 50+ respondents to three national studies of the transgender community.  One sexuality survey looks at sexual practices, 
names used for (typically gendered) body parts, and effects of transitioning on both partners’ sexuality.  A sexual violence survey looks at occurrences spe-
cifics, systems utilized and types of emotional support received.  Another survey looks at transgender elder abuse.  Implications for health status and health 
care-seeking behavior will be discussed. 
 
Gay Men's Sexual Health: Adventures into New Cutting-edge Research

Is Serosorting Worth Saving?  Sex, Seroadaptation, and the Problem of Community Sero-based HIV Prevention
